We will be asking for parents and guardians of all children taking part in the pantomime to assist us
backstage during rehearsals and performances.

Rehearsal Commitment

Rehearsals will commence with a script read through Friday 22" October at The Weld Theatre.

Junior auditions will be held on Sunday 10" October 4-6pm, auditions will be in 15 minute timeslots
with 5-6 children. Children will be auditioning for Directors Ingrid Hanemaaijer and Gizelle Salame

Unfortunately, parents will not be able to remain in the Acting Up studio for the audition. However,
please note that children aged 13 and under remain the responsibility of the parents/guardians at all
times and, therefore, it is recommended that parents/guardians remain in the ArtGeo Courtyard
throughout the audition.
